A Bit More 
 
Living Out Christ’s Love is simply making a wholehearted agreement to pray for one year for someone to 
whom the Lord directs you. In the Guidebook, we are going to ask you to document your prayers in the 
twelve prayer journals provided, and then give those journals to your prayer recipient each month during 
that year. We have found that this type of commitment to another person is the epitome of a refiner’s fire, 
because it challenges you to deny yourself for someone else as Jesus did for you and helps to prepare your 
bridal heart. The study of the character traits of Jesus as found in the Beatitudes and the application of 
them when you pray for another will amplify your effectiveness in showing the one for whom you’re 
praying who Jesus is. Living Out Christ’s Love is a passionate life experience that exhibits the character 
traits of Jesus to others and forms them in the heart of the participant. Stopping short of walking as Jesus 
would - for the sake and best interests of another - nullifies all that has been addressed so far in this study. 
Anyone can learn about God, and Jesus, and the Holy Spirit. It is those who purposefully choose to 
become involved with God for the sake of others who are entrusted with His heart and passions. This 
Living Out Christ's Love experience will infuse* Christ’s life into you, because of the challenges and 
situations with which you will deal as you prayerfully and practically focus on the life of someone else 
who needs more of God. In essence, you will be positioning yourself as an advocate for someone who 
cannot, does not know how, is too weary because of life's struggles, or maybe doesn’t even want to petition 
God himself. * Definition of infuse – implies a pouring in of something that gives new life or significance!
